1. INVITATION 
The Derwent Sailing Squadron Inc, as the Organising Authority, invites entries 
from owners and charterers of suitable boats to compete in the 2008 Clive 
Peeters Launceston to Hobart Yacht Race. 
 

2. RULES 
The race will be governed by the rules as defined in the 2005-8 Racing Rules 
of Sailing (RRS) of the International Sailing Federation (ISAF), Special 
Regulations of Yachting Australia(YA), and the IRC Rule(parts 1, 2 & 3) where 
applicable. 
 

3. COURSE AND TIME 
From the start at the entrance to the Tamar River to the finish line at Castray 
Esplanade in Hobart leaving Swan Island to Starboard, Maria Island to Port, 
Tasman Island to Starboard and John Garrow light to Port. 
Cruising division will also be allowed to use Dunalley Canal as an alternative 
route. 
The start time will be 1400 hours on the 27th December, 2008. 
 

4. CLASSES & HANDICAPS 
The race will be handicapped in the following classes:- 
IRC, Performance Handicap(PHD) and Cruising for Monohulls and 
Performance Handicap (PHD) for multihulls. 
 

5. SAFETY REGULATIONS 
The Safety Regulations for the race shall be within the YA Special Regulations, 
Part 1, as for Category 3 with the following additions: 
A Liferaft in accordance with Appendix A of the YA Special Regulations Part 1 © 
(USL Coastal Liferaft)  
An Emergency Position Indicating Radio Beacon (EPIRB). 
 

6. ELIGIBILITY OF CREW 
The Minimum number of crew on a boat in Monohulls is 5, Cruising 4 and 
Multihulls 4. 
At least 2 persons shall have sufficient experience in accordance with YA 
Special Regulation 2.04.2. 
At least 1 crewmember shall hold a Senior First Aid Certificate or equivalent 
qualification. 
At least 1 crewmember shall hold a Restricted Operators Certificate of 
Proficiency in Radio Telephony. 
 

7. RADIO 
All boats will be required to carry a VHF Radio as per YA Special Regulations 
Part 1, 3.25. 
 

8. INSURANCE & MEMBERSHIP 
The Owner of the boat entered in the race shall hold a valid Public Liability and 
Third Party Insurance Policy for an amount not less than A$10,000,000. All 
persons sailing on competing boats shall be members of YA  
 
 
 



9. TROPHIES & PRESENTATION 
Perpetual Trophies will be awarded to the 1st place on corrected time in the 
IRC Division, Line Honours in the Monohull and Multihull. Trophies will also be 
presented to 1st, 2nd & 3rd on corrected time in each division 
 

10. ENTRY FEES & ENTRY FORMS 
The Entry Fee will be $375 plus $75 for each additional division entered. An 
additional fee of $60 including owner/skipper and  for each crew is payable. 
The Owner/Skipper will receive a Musto Jacket, Musto Polo shirt and cap and 
each crew member a Musto Polo Shirt and cap as part of the entry.  
Application for Entry may be made on the form attached or by email to 
sailing@dssinc.org.au . 
Entries  will be posted with the Notice of Race in late August 2009.
